In my homilies during 
several recent Sunday and 
weekday Masses, I have 
spoken a lot about the 
need to prepare for Lent 
before it starts, the need 
especially to choose, with 
God's help, specific 
remedies for the sickness 
of sin that we need at this 
time.  The goal of Lent is 
to end the season better 
men than when we 
started, and the prayer, 
fasting, and almsgiving 
that we offer is the way 
God is going to 
accomplish that work.

In particular, I have 
spoken about the need to 
fast.  It is not sufficient 

merely to "do something 
extra" for Lent.  We can 
and should do extra 
things--this is what prayer 
and almsgiving are for.  
But fasting, "giving 
something up" (whether it 
is food, drink, sleep, 
television, car radio, or the 
internet), is important for 
three reasons:

(1) Fasting teaches us 
self-denial.  Self-denial is 
a virtue we must possess 
if we are going to 
persevere against 
temptation.  It is a virtue 
Satan hopes we will never 
learn, or at least never 
learn well.

(2) Fasting, perhaps even 
more than prayer, is the 
best way to make 
satisfaction for the sins we 

commit.  When we sin, we 
voluntarily choose to do 
evil.  When we fast, we 
voluntarily choose to give 
up something that is good.

(3) Fasting reminds us that 
no created thing fully 
satisfies us--only our 
Creator does.

May we learn to love the 
discipline of Lent.  In our 
desire to grow in holiness, 
to become better men, let 
us remain steadfast to our 
Lenten resolutions.  It is 
only through penance--
through the sacrament of 
penance in confession, 
and the virtue of penance 
in self-denial--that we can 
become holy.
